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Bar, Doron

Born on the sixth of Av 5723 (July 7, 1963) to Ze'ev and Rachel in
Jerusalem. He commenced his studies in the Tachkemoni elementary
school in the Makor Baruch neighborhood, and, when he and his family
. moved to live in the Ramat Eshkol neighborhood, he continued his

studies at the Yad Hamoreh school and then at Réné Cassin. He .
completed his studies at the Ort Nevi'im technical school in the
mechanical section. He belonged to the "Scouts" movement and
volunteered for the civil guard, was an amateur sportsman, played
football and basketball and participated in underwater sports. He was
well-liked by his friends and from childhood dreamed of continuing in his
father's occupation of building contractor, from the age of 15 helping his
father in his work as a contractor. He volunteered to serve in the
Paratroop Corps, but on the advice of his commander he was drafted to
the Engineering Corps. He completed a series of courses in the IDF and
before the start of Operation Peace for Galilee he was selected to go to
officers training course. His comerades in war said of him that he was
popular in the company, encouraged those who had difficulties in
training and in marches and urged them to continue their efforts.

On the nineteenth of Sivan, 5742 (June 10, 1982), he took part in a
combat mission. He and a group of soldiers - his friends from the platoon
- were travelling in an APC on the Beirut-Damascus road when a Syrian
helicopter struck them with a missile near the village of Ein Zachlata.
Doron was killed along with his friends in the APC. After he fell, his
commander described him as "a responsible soldier, well-loved by all his
friends,who performed his duties in the best possible manner."

He was 19 when he died. He was laid to rest in the military cemetary on
Mt. Herzl, leaving behind his parents and four brothers and sisters. A
section of the Jerusalem Park and a park in the Ramot neighborhood of
Jerusalem were named after him. His family published a book of poems
in his memory. A memorial was erected to the memory of the M-113
APC crew who risked their lives in battle and were killed by a direct hit
from a Syrian helicopter on the way from Ein Zachlata. The memorial is
made from pieces of the APC and stones. The Engineering Corps
invested much time and money to clear a path from the main road to the
top of the hill, where the memorial was erected, and pave it with asphalt.

The memorial is located near the base where Doron served in the Assaf
Batallion on the hill opposite the settlement Gitit in the Jordan valley.
