Quarter of the Old City
of Jerusalem has beén cuc
off from the outside.
For three
“FEAR” days it has
AND had no bread.
“FAVOUR” Arab guards
at the roaqg
blocks ask British police and
British  soldiers for their
identity -cards, and these
members of His Britannic
Majesty’s Forces permit
themselves to be screened or
€lse turn back.

For five days the Jewish
dead in Jerusalem have lain
unburied. .

For five days their num-
bers have been mounting.

Two days ago the Public
Information Officer said that
the Government security for-
ces were “determined to fight
this matter out without fear
or favour,” ’

He said their methods of
ensuring security on the
roads were not to be Jjudged
by the number of patrolling
vehicles seen.

He said they wanted co-
operation from the commun-
ity.
He did not say whether
the Arab demang to see
identity cards and the polite
response of the British police
constituted cooperation or
not.

He did not say whether it
was fear or favour which
brevented the authorities
from opening the roads to
the Old City and the Jewish
cemetery by, say, the impo-
sition of curfew; the pilac-
ing of a vair of bren-carriers,
and a show of determination,

He will agree that in Pal-
estine the words “fear” and
“favour” seem to have
changeable meanings.

For three days the Jews
in the Old City had no bread.

For five days the Jewish

The mur-
derers made no mistake
about his identity. ‘There
was no other Jew in that
Arab village, and most of
his patients were Arabs. The
premedifation of the crime
is evident from a warning
received earlier by the Jew-
ish nurses at the same hos-

pital that they would be at-
tacked.

This was not an isolated
instance of the deliberate
and unashamed discarding
of the rule of immunity for
persons engaged in work of
mercy by those Arabs who
consider themselves at war
with the Jews. During the
1936 disturbances two Jew-
ish nurses were shot in the
back as they entered the
Jaffa Government Hospital
where they were employed.
The universally accepted im-
munity of children was dis-
regarded, again deliberately,
in  Saturday’s shooting at
the Jewish children’s home
in Katamon. Firing on am-
bulances, not to mention de-
secration of cemeteries, have
bacome almost commonplace
as expressions of political
fecling by those who have
anpointed themselves the
mentors of the Arab people.

DR. H. LEHRS

Dr. H. I.ehrs, who was shot
and killed in Jerusalem. yester-
day, came to Palestine from
Berlin in 1933, After studlying
at the Universities of Berlin,
Breiburg and. Hamburg, Dr.
Lehrs. specialized in -tropical
diseases.. He took an - active
part in Zionist work in Ger-
many, ‘ ¥
. On arriving in Palestine, he
practised in Ramat.. Gan and
then joined the Government
Department of Health as a
bort doctor at Tel Aviv in 1937,
After serving at the Govern-
ment Hospital in Jaffa, he was
transferred to Jerusalem. He
leaves a wife, three children
and his parents,

There is little purpose in
addressing these leaders, for
thev have plainly adopted
models against which the
world only recently fought,
and mistakenly thought it
had been wholly victorious.

tacked a petrol station and a|
aouse in the Romema Quarter.
Anonymous telephone calls later |
ceceived by newspaper offices|
laimed that the attack hnad
been carried out by the Stern
Gang. About 11 a.m. two bands
of Jewish youths took up posi-
tion in Romema Square and
fired on an Arab petrol sta-
tion, wounding Miriam Nah-
mias, 25, who was taken to the |
Hadassah Hospital.

A party of attackers then
went to the house of Moham-
med Issa, the Mukhtar of Lift:,
who reported that the youths
asked where his son was., The
men charged him with cooper-
ating with Arab gangs. They
then ppened fire, Kkilling five
men in the house. The Arabs |
replied, and the attackers with-
drew under covering fire,

given as five Arabs and one
Jew dead and five Arabs in-
jured, four of them seriously.
